Canyons School District (Cottonwood, Utah)
Records compromised: 6,000

Officials investigated the disappearance of a thumb drive that contained the personal information of more than 6,000 current and 

recent employees. The USB flash drive was believed to have contained employee addresses, phone numbers, dates of birth and 

Social Security numbers. A district-level worker was using it to transfer data for apparently legitimate, job-related purposes.

Bullitt County Public Schools (Shepherdsville, Kentucky) 
Records compromised: 676

An employee accidentally sent an e-mail message to about 1,800 school district workers that included the names and Social 

Security numbers of 676 district employees. The employees were identified as not having completed the district's 2010 open-

enrollment process for insurance and the e-mail was intended as a reminder to complete the process.

Downingtown High School (Western Pennsylvania)
Records compromised: 41,000+

A 15 year old student broke into an office and downloaded files on teachers and thousands of district taxpayers . The information 

included W-2’s with Social Security numbers and Social Security numbers on school district taxpayers. The student shared the 

information with several other students. According to The Daily Local, 16,595 residents were named in this file, which police say 

contained more than 41,000 adult taxpayers’ names and personal information including Social Security numbers, and more than 

15,000 students’ names and personal information.

Greenville County School District  
Records compromised: 101,000+

The school district sold computers that contained Social Security numbers and birthdates  for roughly 100,000 students and at 

least 1,000 employees, according to a district offical and the buyers’ attorney. 

Corona-Norco Unified School District (Norco, California)

An information privacy watchdog notified administrators that teacher and administrator personal information was available online . 

Most of the information was immediately removed, but a Google document with Social Security numbers was not removed. It is 

unknown how long the information was online, but it was discovered on August 31.
